On 24 and 25t June 2025, TH2ICINO was present at the EU Hydrogen Valley Days 2025 in Brussels
— a two-day event that brought together key players in the hydrogen sector to exchange insights on project
development, permitting, financing, and innovation. This key event, co-organised with the European
Commission, involved stakeholders from industry, research, Member States, and Regions to accelerate
cooperation for the development of Hydrogen Valleys across Europe.

Our partner Lhyfe was invited in the " Key insights from projects on permitting” panel. The session
provided insights into the key challenges and barriers hydrogen project developers face during the permitting
process and explored potential avenues for streamlining and simplifying permitting for the new asset class of
green hydrogen projects.

Ahead of the official programme, our coordinator RINA was invited to the "Hydrogen Valley Internal
Workshop", the first dedicated gathering of all the projects supported by the Clean Hydrogen
Partnership within the context of the Hydrogen Valleys Facility. The Clean Hydrogen JU is supporting 2|
Hydrogen Valley projects across |9 European countries, out of which 20 projects are still ongoing. Together
they represent investments of more than 1.3 bill EUR with a JU total funding of more than 250 million EUR.
The workshop offered the opportunity to connect with peer projects from across the EU and share early
experiences and challenges. We started building a community and foresees future exchanges on specific
topics.

These days confirmed how crucial collaboration and knowledge-sharing are to building a competitive,
decarbonized future — and how Hydrogen Valleys like ours are at the heart of this transition.

2| Hydrogen Valley in 19 Paesi europei, di cui 20 attive. Insieme rappresentano investimenti superiori a |,3
miliardi di euro, con un finanziamento complessivo della JU di oltre 250 milioni di euro.

Il workshop ha rappresentato un’importante occasione per entrare in contatto con progetti affini in tutta
I'UE, condividere esperienze iniziali e discutere le principali sfide operative. E stato inoltre un momento
fondamentale per iniziare a costruire una vera community, con I'obiettivo di proseguire gli scambi su temi
specifici nei prossimi mesi.

Queste giornate hanno confermato quanto siano cruciali la collaborazione e la condivisione delle conoscenze
per costruire un futuro competitivo e decarbonizzato, e quanto le Hydrogen Valleys come la nostra
rappresentino un elemento centrale di questa transizione.
